ENTRIES: Entries must be submitted on official 2010 entry form and postmarked on or before
September 8th, 2010, after which time entries cannot be cancelled, altered, or substituted.

Entries will not be accepted without fees. No entries will be accepted which require a signature for delivery. All
entries must be submitted on official 2010 TDAA Petit Prix Entry Forms, one dog per entry form.

Photocopied entries without the TDAA agreement are NOT acceptable. Unsigned, incomplete, or illegible
entries are NOT acceptable. Faxed entries and/or credit cards are not accepted. Returned checks do not
constitute a valid entry fee.

Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused, or barred from
competition by action of the Trial Committee.

No entry fee will be refunded if the trial cannot be opened or completed by reason of riots, civil disturbance,
fire, an act of God, public emergency, an act of a public enemy, or any other cause beyond the control of the
organizing committee.

Checks will be deposited within seven days of receipt. A $25 charge will apply to any returned checks.

Refunds will be made until the closing date with a fee withheld for processing. There will be no refunds after the
closing date.

Bitches in season are not permitted in the trial. TDAA will offer a partial refund of the entry fee for bitches
unable to compete for that reason. To obtain this refund, a request must be submitted to TDAA with a letter
from the vet at the earliest possible date.

Entries may be for Friday events only OR for the Friday events and tournament events together. Entry and
fees for the Weave Pole Challenge and Distance Challenge will only be taken day of show. Read the entry
form carefully to calculate your fees.

1 Friday Team Game

TEAM TRIATHLON BRIEFING:

This is a 3 dog/3 handler team game. Three different games are started by each of 3 tunnels after the release
jump. Each handler in his turn will send his dog over the release jump and play the game that tunnel elects.
The 3 games have no set order and can be taken in whichever order the team (or dogs) elect. Each game will
have a time to be started as the dog emerges from the start tunnel. At the whistle the dog will go to the table to
stop time. Once a dog is on the table, the next dog may be released for the next game.

Each team may report 1 score for each of the 3 games. However, a dog electing a tunnel and game that has
already been played may finish by playing the game elected by the tunnel. The team will keep whichever is
the better score of the 2 scores for that game, but will lose the scoring opportunity for the game not played.

Triathlon is scored points then time. Scoring will be detailed in the judges briefing.
Teams will be made up of dogs jumping one of two jump heights, either mini (40 and 80) or maxi (120 and 160).
You may enter as a 3 dog team, as a 2 dog team and a draw, or as a 1 dog team with 2 draws. Dogs with

jump height exemptions will jump on a team of their actual jump height. Dogs will be scored with their
measured height.
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1 Tournament Scoring

The TDAAQOs 2010 Petit Prix is designed to provide a championship format suitable for performane by dogs of
small stature.

GENERAL RULES

The TDAA Rules and Regulations currently in effect on the date of competition shall be the recognized
standard for rules for games and standard rounds. The TDAA waives the requirement for use of the table in
the standard rounds. However, use of the table is not precluded.

All dogs must be registered with the TDAA in order to compete. The following rules shall be observed:

PLACEMENT, SCORING FORMAT, AND TIE-BREAKING

A dog shall earn points for placement in his jump height throughout the tournament, in this manner: First place
receives 10 points; one fewer points are awarded for each placement through Tenth Place (which would earn
1-point).

Additionally a placement within the field scoring format shall be used in which points shall be accorded to the
dog against the over-all field for the purpose of seeding into the Semi-Final rounds and the Championship
round. The background scoring shall use a 40-point table to ensure that top performing dogs are equitably
recognized. The placement-within-the-field ranking shall be used for tie-breaking determination throughout the
tournament.

Dogs running with a jump height exemption shall be scored against dogs of the measured height and not the
exemption height.

SEMI-FINAL AND QUARTER-FINAL COMPETITION AND QUALIFICATION NOTES

All dogs, without regard to competition level, or titles earned, shall compete on the same courses. All games
and courses are eligible for dogs to earn qualifying legs towards TDAA titles. Standard courses will be judged
under the TDAA Superior rules. Games will be judged under TDAA Games Il rules. However, the dog shall
earn a qualifying score only at the level for which he is eligible.

Points shall be accorded by jump height for the purpose of placement within the jump height. Additionally
placement within the field points shall be accorded to the dog against the over-all field.

QUARTER-FINAL FORMAT

The Quarter-Finals shall include two standard courses and four games. A dog shall be deemed eligible if he
has competed at a TDAA trial since October 13, 2009 or if the handler is a member of the TDAA in good
standing.

SCORING
Points shall be accorded by jump height for the purpose of placement within the measured jump height.
Additionally placement within the field points shall be accorded to the dog against the over-all field.

GAMES
The Quarter-Final rounds will consist of four games and two standard rounds. The games weQll play are
described below. For additional information and sample courses refer to the TDAA website at
www.k9tdaa.com.
CALL, DIRECT & SEND CDS is a numbered course with three built-in distance challenges: the OCall®
usually featured at the beginning of a course the handler uses a lead-out to call the dog through the
performance of the first several obstacles; the ODirect® mid-course challenge that might feature a
lateral/layered performance by the dog; and, the OSend® usually found at the end of the course the
handler is challenged to send the dog away to finish the remaining obstacles on the course. CDS is scored
Time+Faults-Bonus.
HEINZ 57 This is a game of math and skillful planning. In this OdogOs choiceO game the handler is
challenged to devise a strategic path for the dog to earn precisely 57 points. A doubling obstacle on the
course will allow the dog to take a mathematical shortcut to the magical 57 points. Heinz 57 is scored
Points, then time, in a 57 point must system.
WHAT® MY LINE? This is a game of strategy and daring in which every obstacle on the field may be taken
only one time and in the order and direction of the handlerOs choosing. The briefest and most economical
path is the key to winning. The dog earns points for each obstacle completed correctly; but will lose points
for faulted obstacles, for repeating obstacles, or for omitting obstacles. WhatOs My Line is scored Points
Faults, then time.
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POWER & SPEED This is the Iron Dog competition! This game consists of two separate parts: Power B
technical obstacles only; and Speed P a jumpers course. The Power section is not timed and any faults
earned are deducted from the final score; The Speed section is timed and will typically be composed of
jumps and tunnels only in a mostly non-technical flow. Power and Speed is scored Time+Faults.

SEMI-FINAL FORMAT

The Semi-Finals shall consist of two games. 84 dogs shall advance into the Semi-Finals. Advancement into
the Semi-Finals shall be based upon weighted percentage of entry for each jump height (2 x the slots
allocated in the Championship Round); with the stipulation that a participation slot may not be taken from a
jump height by a dog who has scored lower in the background scoring system (rounded up for each jump
height).

SCORING

During this round, placement points shall be accorded to each dog using the same format as used in the
Quarter-Final rounds; and all points that each dog owns shall be brought forward into the Semi-Final rounds
such that the Quarter-Finals and Semi-Finals yield a cumulative score.

Points shall be accorded by jump height for the purpose of placement within the jump height. Additionally
placement within the field points shall be accorded to the dog against the over-all field for the purpose seeding
into the Championship round.

SEMI FINAL GAMES

The following two games will be played in the Semi-Final round.
NEAR AND FAR The objective of this game is to run the numbered course and attempt two OFarO sections,
sending the dog ahead to attempt a distance challenge, while the handler stays behind a containment line.
Near and Far shall be scored Time+Faults-Bonus.
CONNECT THE DOTS The objective of this game is for the dog to accumulate as many points as possible by
connecting the dots. The OdotsO are the contact obstacles on course. These are also the highest valued
obstacles on the course. The dog earns points for each obstacle performed in a OlineO, which is the series
of obstacles from dot to dot. If an obstacle in a line is faulted, then all points in that line are lost from the
last dot, Connect the Dots shall be scored Points, then Time.

THE CHAMPIONSHIP ROUND

The Championship round shall be a sequencing-game. The order shall be jump height and then reverse seed.
Dogs running with a jump height exemption shall be run at the end of that jump height.

Forty dogs shall advance into the Championship Round.

Advancement into this round shall be based upon the weighted percentage of entry for each jump height with

the stipulation that a participation slot may not be taken from a jump height by a dog who has scored lower in

the overall accounting.

CHAMPIONSHIP ROUND SCORING

Each dog shall start with a clean slate. Performance in the Championship Round shall solely determine
placement without respect to early round scoring.

The dog with the highest score in each jump height shall be deemed the winner and Agility Champion Teacup
Dog. The top 10 placements in each jump height will be recognized so long as each dog has not earned a
score of elimination in the Championship round. The dog shall be eligible for a qualifying score for titling
purposes in the Championship round.

CHAMPIONSHIP ROUND GAME

The Championship round will consist of a single sequencing game, described below:
SUPERDOG SuperDog is a strategic point accumulation game based on the old PACMAN computer game;
(in which, if the smiley ate a "power pill", it could move faster and gobble up things in its path.) There are
two Power Pills on course. Each may be used once successfully at any time during the run. When the dog
has successfully completed the Power Pill then the next four obstacles taken by the dog have a ten fold
point value. Superdog shall be scored Points, Then Time.
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1 Notice to Exhibitors 1

The safety of the dogs is our primary concern. By entering this trial, exhibitors acknowledge
that th ey are familiar with the rules and regulations of this sport and that their dogs are
familiar with and able to perform all obstacles safely.

WARM-UPS: An outdoor warm-up area, consisting of at least a regulation TDAA agility jump, will be
provided for all exhibitors.

ACCEPTABLE OBSTACLES: A-Frame (6080 rubberized with slatslosed (Collapsed) Tunnel,
Open (Pipe) Tunnel, Teeter (rubberized), Table, Tire Jump, Weave Poles, Single and Winged Jumps,
Dogwalk (rubberized with slats.)

ELIGIBILITY: This event is open to all registered TDAA dogs over the age of 12 months that meet the
Tournament entry requirements, except bitches in season, aggressive dogs, or dogs suffering from
any deformity, injury, or illness which may affect a dogOghysical or mental performance.

SHOW SITE: This event will be run indoors on packed dirt in 700x706hgs. Off-leash grass areas
available.

JUDGING: Judging will begin at 9:00am on Friday, at 8:00am on Saturday, and at 8:00am on
Sunday

FOOD & REFRESHMENTS: A food vendor will be on-site.

AWARDS: Ribbons will be awarded for 15t through 4th in each jump height in each class in the
tournament quarter-finals and semi-finals as well as the Friday trial rounds. Qualifying ribbons will be
awarded to all dogs receiving a qualifying score. Dogs may receive placement ribbons without
qualifying. In Championship round, Top 10 dogs in each jump height will receive special rosettes.

CONDUCT AND APPAREL: Unsportsmanlike conduct, including rough handling or misconduct of
any kind, will result in an excusal.

Exhibitors may wear team shirts or insignia of their training group if they wish.

At the handlerO®ption, the dog may wear a flat (buckle or quick release) collar or collar with other
attachments. Choke collars, pinch collars, electric and dummy electric collars are not permitted. Dogs
will not be eliminated for wearing clothing.

All dogs must be on leash or crated at all times except when in the ring or when in the designated
agility warm-up area or designated off-leash areas. It is expressly understood that exhibitors alone
are responsible for the behavior of their dogs and/or children. Any exhibitor whose dogs and/or
children create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior may,
at the discretion of the Trial Committee, be asked to leave the trial site. In such case, no refund of any
fees paid will be made.

Food and toys are not permitted in the course area and handlers are not allowed to use whistles or
other instruments or devices. Food, treats, dogs and toys are restricted to the warm-up area, and 5
feet back from the gate and sides of the agility ring. Exhibitors are responsible for being at the ring
gate when it is their turn to run.
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1 Weave Pole Challenge

BRIEEING: This optional event will determine the fastest TDAA dogs in a 24 weave pole challenge.
Dogs will be judged against other dogs in their jump height with a winner in each jump height.

WHEN: This optional event will be available for practice all day on Saturday and Sunday, and for
official runs at posted times both days. The winners will be announced between the quarter-finals and
semi-finals on Sunday.

REecIsTRATION: Pre-registration for this event is not required. Any TDAA registered dog may
participate in this event even if not registered for other tournament events. Dog-handler teams may
enter this event as many times as they wish during the posted times.

JUDGING. The weave pole challenge will be judged using TDAA Superior rules and regulations.

Cost. Each Orun@hrough the weave poles will be $2. This will be done on a cash only basis at the
time you request to run the challenge.

Prizes: The winner at each jump height will get a special ribbon. All dogs successfully completing the
weave pole challenge will receive a recognition memento for participation.

1 Distance Challenge

BRIEFING: This optional event will test which dog can work at the greatest distance from their handler.
Dogs will be judged against other dogs in their jump height with a winner in each height.

WHEN: This optional event will be available for practice all day on Saturday and Sunday, and for
official runs at posted times both days. The winners will be announced between the quarter-finals and
semi-finals on Sunday.

REecisTRATION: Pre-registration for this event is not required. Any TDAA registered dog may
participate in this event even if not registered for other tournament events. Dog-handler teams may
enter this event as many times as they wish during the posted times.

JUDGING. The distance challenge will be judged using TDAA Superior rules and regulations.

CosTt. Each attempt at the distance challenge will be $2. This will be done on a cash only basis at the
time you request to run the challenge.

Prizes: The winner at each jump height will get a special ribbon. All dogs successfully completing the
distance challenge will receive a recognition memento for participation.

1 Team Competition - Triathlon

BRIEFING: An optional team competition will be held on Friday. There will be a winner determined in
each of the two jump height divisions: mini (teams with dogs that jump 4Cand 80)and maxi (teams
with dogs that jump 12Cand 160).

Team DETERMINATION: There will be 3 dogs on each team. You may enter with a full 3 member team,

with a 2 dog team and the 3rd dog as a draw, or you may enter as a draw and you will be assigned to
a team with 2 other dogs.

Jump HEIGHTS: Teams will be divided into two divisions: mini and maxi. The mini teams will have
dogs that jump 4Gand 8Con them. Dogs on these teams will all jump 40in the team competition. The
maxi teams will have dogs that jump 12Gand 160 Dogs on these teams will all jump 120n the team
competition.

AwARDS: 1% D 4" place ribbons will be given to the placing teams in each division.

EEE. There is no additional fee for this event for those entered in the Petit Prix Tournament. You may
enter this event at a cost of $15 if you are not entered in the Petit Prix Tournament Events Saturday
and Sunday.
